Abstract
The SX000i has been developed to ensure the compatibility and the commonality of ILS processes among the AIA/ASD S-Series ILS specifications. By providing a single framework that documents the global ILS process and interactions, and by defining governance requirements for the S-Series ILS Specifications, the SX000i and S-Series Specifications will enable all stakeholders to apply common logistics processes so as to share and exchange data securely through the life of products and services. Through the secure and standardized exchange of data and information, product performance and life cycle cost can be more easily analyzed and optimized, and collaboration between customers and industry can be simplified.

The main business driver is to provide a specification to establish an efficient process within the entire environment of Integrated Logistic Support (ILS). SX000i forms the global framework for all existing and well agreed ASD specifications.

Business Benefits 
Adoption of SX000i provides a common understanding of how to establish an optimized support system for complex technical products for both, customer and contractor side. The interaction of the design and development activities with requirements of the logistic disciplines are of crucial importance to guarantee supportability during the in service phase of a product. The overall ILS process provides a powerful steering tool to ensure that logistic requirements are considered in each phase of product life and that the global suite of support products are consistent and complementary, and are provided in a timely manner, also reducing the necessary rework of the ILS products. It will also explain how the AIA/ASD ILS specifications interface with other standardization domains such as engineering, manufacturing, global supply chain, collaboration, security, etc.

An additional benefit of the Sx000i is that it provides guidelines about how to implement the suite of the S-Series Integrated Logistics Support (ILS) specifications and how to satisfy specific business requirements using an appropriate selection of defined processes and specifications. 
Finally, the SX000i provides a coherent framework and governance for the whole suite of ILS specifications, ensuring their interoperability and compatibility, thus reducing the need for complex interfaces and enabling the development of a common data model (to be managed by the DMEWG) that can be shared by the S-Series Integrated Logistics Support (ILS) specifications .
